When you put it in your basket, just choose the connector type (express card 34, pcie or both). So
in your case just choose express card 34.

The cable going from the chassis to the connector does indeed have the same ends as a dvi
video card (so you have to be carful not to accedentially plug it into your video card or plug your
monitor into it for those who get the pcie connector..).
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
