The more | think about this, the more | regret engaging in this worn out and
pointless argument for the umpteen thousandth time.
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There are reasons that people are attacking religion, perhaps moreso now
than ever before.

One reason, the obvious one, is the bloody and hypocritical history of
religion. One may argue that it is unfair to judge religion now by the sins
of the past, but the fact is that among some factions of religion, the blood
and hypocrisy continue.

Another reason, speaking of hypocrisy, is the disturbing following of people
like Falwell (RIP), Robertson, Dobson, etc., who use tiny bits of the Bible
to support their regressive political views and ignore the rest. A lot of

us are really sick of influencial "Christians"” who seem so remarkably
un-Christ-like.

A lot of people believe, understandably, that perhaps religion does more
harm than good. A lot of people worry, understandably, about the
possibility of a nuclear "holy war." The recent crop of anti-religious
books, and the resurgence of groups like the Freedom From Religion
Foundation reflect these concerns.

Another reason people, such as myself, attack religion is being told in some
arrogant, unjustifiably certain way that "if you don't believe as | believe,

you are doomed." Maybe they say this because they are truly concerned for
my immortal soul. Or maybe it's because the mere fact of my disbelieving
their cherished means of dealing with suffering and death brings a sense of
terror that they might be wrong. Having spent some time as a proselytizing
believer, | suspect the latter. Doubt is contagious. Like misery, religion
loves company.

One big problem with trying to argue with a believer is that there is no way

to explain why | don't believe without insulting the believer. If | say, "I

don't believe this because it's illogical,” then by default, I'm calling

your reasoning ability into doubt. And it's pointless anyway, because I'm

not going to believe something that doesn't make sense to me, and you're not
going to let go of a firmly fixed belief. It's also a waste of time to

argue something that can't be proved or disproved., e.g., the existence of
God, with someone who already "knows" the answer.

Also, according to you, if | don't give equal validity to the beliefs of

atheists and fundies, I'm a hypocrite. Atheism makes more sense to me than
fundamentalism for reasons | could probably fill my own book with. Having a
point of view does not make one a hypocrite, as far as | know.

You know, Scientology would probably tell you that you've been around for
many, many lifetimes, and that all the loss and death and foul deeds of

those lives are what's between you and spiritual freedom. | think they

might also tell you that you have a bunch of disembodied beings sharing your
body with you because they're too degraded to have one of their own, or some
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such thing. Scientology's "gift of eternal life" depends upon using their
pastoral counselling technology to deal with those past lives and
disembodied beings. (Did I get that right, Bill? Close?) They believe
this just as fervently as you believe, and attest to the same kind of
life-changing rewards as born again Christians do. What if they're right?
How do you know they're not? Do you give this belief as much validity as
yours? And if not, doesn't that make you a hypocrite by your reasoning?

You asked what | "find compelling about these books." Well, I've only read
Harris and Hitchens, and | don't know about "compelling”, but I find it
encouraging that intelligent, uncompromising, and thorough challenges to
religion are enjoying some mass market appeal. Hopefully it will inspire
some people to question their beliefs, and maybe it will remind our
representatives that the secular portions of their constituencies are just

as important as the noisy followers of loons like James Dobson.

Anyway, argue away if you like, I'm done.
