Hi  Jeremy - there's some info on the WIki about tptQue - there are different tptQue errors, what
specific error numbers are they? 

Quote:Hey Pete,

I've dealt with this issue quite a bit.

I've even caused it on purpose to try to figure out how to fix it.
(recording with looping on (with no punch points) will cause it)

Anyway, in ALL cases that I've seen, the error seems to be caused
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by a corrupted segment on the playing field.. actually, I believe
it is caused by a corrupted crossfade, to be specific.

Whenever, I get this error, I remove the last take/edit from the playing
field (between the dialogs popping up), save, quite and restart paris.

At this point, the problem seems to go away.

Try increasing your disk cache and overview sizes in the Config menu. On 
the problem project, clear the Undo buffer and delete the Markers.

I never have that problem anymore (like once every 6 months now) since I 
increased my disk cache size to 128MB and my overview to 21000KB.

> one of the songs did it as soon as I opened it. It used to do it while
> a song was playing or recording but this time it did it as soon
> as I opened it. I would click "ok" and it would keep coming up over and
> over so I would end task and restart only to get the same result.
> Eventually I just let it sit for a couple of minutes and it stopped
> doing it. Any idea what could have caused this? Or what causes 
> all the other crashes I've had similiar to this one?
> 
> I used to have this problem when I tried to use the wave editor
> so I stopped using that function. But I haven't gone near the
> wave editor since.
