Maybe a corrupted audio file killing the PPJ during load? Make a subfolder in your Audio Files
folder; drag all the audio files in and boot the song. If (after bitching about missing files) the song
opens, that'd be the culprit.

If so, close it without saving, drag half of the sequestered files back to where they came from and
reboot again. Lather, rinse, repeat, each time adding half the remnants back until you locate the
culprit. Let me know if that has any effect...
