The fact that PARIS is locking up your whole PC when you try to load it up is worrying. | rewrote
sections of the scherzo driver very carefully so that the driver could not do that. You may have a
hardware problem. It could be as simple as a bent pin on one of the SCSI cables that connects
an MEC or 442 to the EDS cards, or you could have a bad card or interface. My suggestion is to
install only one card in your system and see if you can get a simple, one card system working. If
the first card you try doesn't work, try the other one. If neither work, try a different interface, etc.
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As for the challenge response, just send an email to support@intdevices.com. They should get
back to you quickly.

I'm sorry that you've had such trouble. This can be resolved, though!
