To create a ppj with only one card, | would think it would be enough to make
sure you only have one submix created (and assigned to the card you're going
to keep), and then if you have any other windows open, they should
automatically be assigned to that submix (and therefore the kept card),
although it might be worth shutting all windows anyway.

| think if you save that as your default ppj, it might do the trick.

if not, you could consider stripping it back further and getting rid of any
patchbay settings, etc.
