Those expansion chassis use a wall wart to power the PCI cards. The EDS cards draw about 20
watts from the 5 volt lead each, which is too much for a wall wart. You might get one card to work
in these, but definitely not two.

The Virtua Via chassis is so unique because it uses an ATX power supply, just like the Magma
options, but for a fraction of the price.
