Liking a product from a particular company isn't necessarily a koolaid 
proposition. Sometimes engineers earn their fans.

In this case, it looks like Apple's engineers have done something 
different from other options, with some unique interactive features and 
UI implementations that may well be useful to a lot of people.

Just as Palm and Blackberry have engineered products that have earned 
the loyalty and praise of people who have found they need the features 
they provide.

We can speculate before the iPhone ships but I'll withhold my final 
judgment until it's available to try.

Having said that, my first impression of all three, the iPhone, the 
Treo, the Blackberry, is that they ALL seem too big and clumsy for phones.

So far, all I want from my phone is that it be a phone, and that it be 
compact and pocketable. My little fliptop LG does the trick. That it's a 
speakerphone is a bonus.

When I want a computer, I want something with a real screen and a 
keyboard I can really type on, that runs my goto productivity 
applications (video, audio, animation, and graphics apps, plus all my 
open source office, web and email apps). Which means for those times 
when I need a computer with me, I take my PowerBook.

When I need a camera, I want a real camera, currently a Canon digital SLR.

If I can get by with something small that I can type on, I use a Psion 
PDA (like a mini-laptop). Also works as a voice recorder. Cool little 
box but long discontinued.

I'm resisting the all-in-one device. What if it fails? That's a lot of 
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eggs in one basket. But I can see the appeal of the all-in-one if it 
could really cover what I need. None of them quite do that now. None of 
them.

But for people who have different needs, each of the clunky phones has 
appealing features. And for those people, it's not a matter of koolaid, 
it's a matter of using what works for them. What covers their needs. 
Choice is good.

Hey LaMont,

Any criticisms you have about OS9 and before I probably agree with.

Some of them also apply to MSWindows versions over the years. For 
example, reinstalling to fix a problem was pretty common with Wi95, 
that's what Gateway tech support told me to do, for example.

Back to Apple: Apple HAS made a lot of missteps along the way, and a 
fair number of advancements. But Apple didn't really start to impress me 
until OSX.

My first Mac (other than an emulator running on an Amiga) was a dual 
1GHZ G4 PowerMac, dual booting in OS9 and OSX. And it ran PARIS _MUCH_ 
better than my Intel box of the time. Plus it allowed me to transition 
to Logic and soft synths. Awesome!

Then the dual G5 came out, which is like having 4 G4 computers in one 
box. It's been great. I can now comfortably wait to upgrade again until 
something else knocks my socks off, like maybe an 8 core box.

Unfortunately, it looks like you yourself "drank the koolaid" with Apple 
very early on, long before OSX, until you had your epiphany, still 
before OSX. And so you have a pretty big resentment of anything from 
Apple even to this day.
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In the meantime you've changed your brand of koolaid. Your next epiphany 
of resentment will be for Microsoft, probably, when Vista ships. ;^)

BTW, some of your Apple grudges are from times when Jobs was not at 
Apple. He was at NeXT. Building, as it turned out, the groundwork for 
OSX. But if you want to keep your grudge going, I understand.

Keep in mind that this industry is a moving target. You can't pick any 
horse and expect it to be in the lead all the time. No matter what their 
marketing people say. And I don't know a marketing department that 
doesn't produce spin for their products, so take it all with a big grain 
of salt.

Despite the spin, at different points in time you could accuse ANY OS or 
hardware vendor of being behind the curve.

What matters is NOT who has this week's bragging rights. Because that 
can and will change as the next big thing comes out. What matters is if 
the gear you buy can actually do the job you bought it for.

The responsibility for that is with both the seller AND especially the 
buyer. IOW, if you set your performance thresholds realistically and 
only buy what exceeds them, then you can beat obsolescence from any 
supplier. At least until your thresholds change. And if your research is 
accurate, you can neutralize the hype that you'll get in the marketplace 
from pretty much all directions.

I think if you were to take a fresh look at what's happening in the 
market today, you'd probably see that Apple is making a contribution 
that is helping overall market choice, in a market where choice has been 
choked to a bare minimum.

While I don't agree with every Apple decision, the more choice the 
better. Choose what you like based on your experience, research and 
performance threshold. But don't be surprised if someone else chooses 
something different based on their needs and evaluation of the 
marketplace. And don't be surprised that, if you express your own 
grudges from previous product lines, others may not use your information 
to change what they would choose to meet their needs.
