*** MOTU 8Pre - this has 8 decent preamps, nice & clean, but
the key is it's got lightpipe out, so again, you're
adding to your i/o capacity here. The pres sound pretty
good, with nice headroom, and it's convenient to lightpipe
out to your 2nd Multiface, especially for things like
toms or a secondary bass channel that you don't need to
monitor directly, but do want to send to tape... errr..

Honestly this setup works great for me - it's not as
sophisticated as a big MADI rig, and it might not be quite as
high-end as some Apogeezus thang, but damn it works really
well, and it sounds pretty farkin' good!

*** Two Multifascia will give you 16 analog in's & either

throughput in terms of bandwidth... guys here like Chris
L., Chuck, or Dedric, etc. can give you more technical
data/specs on this, but from my own experience, | can tell
you I've tracked 21/22 channels (basic trax plus scratch
VoX, etc, etc) of a band at a time on a weaker computer
than the setup you listed without a glitch. You mention
#'s of inputs needed as a concern, so | thought I'd
mention this.

*** Focusrite ISA 428 WITH the digital interface card option.
They now also have an 828 - this is a GREAT preamp with

*** MOTU 8Pre - this has 8 decent preamps, nice & clean, but
the key is it's got lightpipe out, so again, you're
adding to your i/o capacity here. The pres sound pretty
good, with nice headroom, and it's convenient to lightpipe
out to your 2nd Multiface, especially for things like
toms or a secondary bass channel that you don't need to
monitor directly, but do want to send to tape... errr..
