Firstly, you will not be able to buy a five PCI slot motherboard that supports anything approaching
newer processors. Your best bet is to buy something like this:

There is a version of PARIS 3 floating around without the PACE protection, if you do a little
digging around. 
EXSYS also have a 4 PCI backplane that can fit into any ATX case, if you wish to DIY.
