As Tom said | have taken a look at the cables and | found that on all three

Il there was a pin that was bent close to the next pin almost touching before
attching to eds cards !

| made sure that all pins were far away in beetween them and all went smooth.
| don't know if | caused any malfunction though.

What is happening last few days is that ADAT card on Mec 3 passes signal
with pops and clicks as it doesn't have proper wordclocking , although clocked
for external mytek wordclock machine.

It was perfect but after a new installation on second PC with Pulsar cards

this doesn't seem to go away.

In case that | will not solve this | will have to drop the adat card from

that Mec and keep the other 4 cards (two on each other mecs) which work alright
except for channels 5 and 6 on two of these cards !

Maybe | will make a Me Paris install and see if this will fix that problem

before | uninstall the adat card.
