Only about
55% of our oil is imported - that amounts to 2.69% of our total oil

consumption coming from Iraq (as of 2003). In 2000, it was even less, and
our lead supplier changes every few years (it was Canada in 2001, then Saudi
Arabia in 2002/3). Iraq was a distant 6th in 2003 on the US import list.

Iraqg isn't a significant concern for US oil consumption. However, it was in

fact (according to reports I've read) only producing a small percentage of

it's capabilities before the war, but it has the 2nd largest reserves behind
Saudi Arabia. So, the scenario | (and others) see is that the US is looking

at an opportunity for much of the world to break the OPEC hold on prices.
Remember, most of the world's oil comes from OPEC - less than 1/2 of the US
oil comes from OPEC countries (including non-Arab OPEC countries, such as
Venezuela, which was the 4th top supplier for the US in 2003).

As far as Iran - again a tinderbox. Taking down a dictatorship in a country
positioned for direct military access from a country's ally bases is one
thing, but Iran is another. Though it may be controversial, invading Iraq
makes it easier to defend against Iranian threats (no, not invasion). But
how that plays out in reality remains to be seen. | think there was
significant concern that Iran would invade and conquer Iraq, making it twice
the hotbed of terrorism it is now, and a very oil-rich one too. Bush gets
blamed for acting on his own agenda, but even if ineptly, perhaps we have
played a dangerous chess game with an eventually, retrospectively wise,
albeit costly, move. Just a thought - no way to prove or argue such
speculation.

The Brits learned from this and though many of their
citizens seem to have forgotten these lessons, many more have nort,
including those who run the government. | had this awful feeling when we had
to go into Bosnia while the EU sat on their hands and did nothing while a
genocide was in full swing, that, like it or not, we were going to need to

hang on to and pay the taxes for this big military industrial complex,

because we were going to have to keep cleaning up other people's messes.
Having such a potentand military force also tends toward a proclivity to use
it to stop something before it starts, as the Europeans should have done
with Hitler, but didn't do. They were both politically reluctant to be seen

as *the aggressors* and preempt him, an also psychologically unwilling to
fight. This led to the slaughter of millions. Though the Italian government,
the Danish government and other former eastern bloc governemnts have
contributed a lot to our efforts to confront terrorism in Iraq and

elsewhere, | think if we could see some sort of indication of *lessons
learned* on the part of the continental western Euro nations like France,
Spain and to a lesser extent Germany,we would feel a bit more comfortable
with trusting that history didn't repeat itself. The Euro citizenry is, to a
greater or lesser degree sticking their heads in the sand, as happened prior
to WWII. We, and the Brits, have not forgotten. | am not including Canadians
in this because as upset as | know they are, and as divided as they are
about these issues and their feelings towards us, they have, like us, been
dragged repeatedly into the never ending Euroquagmire, have suffered as we
have and | have to repect their feelings, whatever they may be.

Saddam had already been driven out of Kuwait and was pinned
down with air patrols and weapons inspections that apparently worked.
